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LIVE OAK MANOOR ROCK A ARCH
The arch was originaallylly constructed in 1n 1926 to attract 

visitors to Olmsteaead’s Live Oak Mananoor Cacti Gardens, a 

point of intererest frequented by ty tourists and sightseers 

along the “o“old” San Fernandndo Road. The stones in this 

arch wewere specially seleclected by Mr. Olmstead, and it

tookook him several yeaarsrs to make the collection. The stone

arch was relocaateted by Olmstead in 1930, due to the 

creation of Sf Sierra Highway and the changes to the 

intersectition with Remsen Road. In 1939, Olmstead

closeedd his gardens and moved to Los Angeles, where he 

diedied in 1945.
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
